Smart Start

Kings Cross

In April we were approached
by the British Museum to
participate in a community art
project.

As part of the Museum’s
Magnificent Maps exhibition,
16 groups were given a three
foot by three foot canvas
square map of Kings Cross and

This map of the local area
was produced as part of the community programme to support the
exhibition and as part of the Reveal Festival — a festival of visual arts
in King’s Cross.

The 16 pieces are now hanging in the foyer of the British Library. The
end result is a real mix of interesting interpretations, using different
textures and materials. The map includes work by The London Canal
Museum, Camley Street Natural Park, University College Hospital
School and Somers Town Youth Club.
