1. What is the Cultural Olympiad Open Weekend?
The Open Weekend marks the launch of the Cultural Olympiad, a four-year cultural celebration leading up to the 2012 Olympic Games.  The Cultural Olympiad will highlight cultures, people and languages from throughout London, the UK, and the world, through a variety of ceremonies, major projects, and local and regional events, all ‘inspired’ by the 2012 games.  The Open Weekend is scheduled to kick off this cultural extravaganza and will feature hundreds of innovative cultural events across the UK. It will open up opportunities to visit spaces, places and people and get them involved in imaginative, thought-provoking creative activities.  What’s more, all of these events are FREE and many are being held throughout Camden and Islington. This newsletter aims to keep you up-to-date with all the fantastic local events that will be held in support of the Cultural Olympiad launch and in conjunction with London’s Open Rehearsal festival.
